RULES AND REGULATIONS:-

1. Submission of duly filled-in form along with soft copy of abstract   in 200 words and photograph of the model.

The Abstract should be written in the MS Word and Font sizes/type as given below:

*Font type: Times New Roman

*Title of the model: Font size- 16

* Name of the students with college name and Abstract: Font size- 12.

The Exhibit (Model) should be the original work of team participants

The contestants should also submit a letter from the Principal of their respective college, certifying the authenticity of the work done as per the format attached below.

2. Participants should produce ID cards at the time of presentation.

3. More than one entries are allowed from an institute. Separate registration forms must be used for each Model and participants.

4. Maximum numbers of members for each team are limited to three.

5. The first named participant of the selected entries will be communicated via email.

6. Materials sent (soft copy on CD) with the entry form will not be returned in any case. No claim on such items will be entertained.

7. All participants will be awarded certificate of participation.

8. The organizers reserve all the rights and their decision will be final.

9. All logistics including electric point will be provided at the contest venue. However requirements, such as laptop, testing tools etc are to be arranged by the contestants.
