ROBO WAR

Problem Statement:

To design a manually operated machine able to push the other machine in the available circular pit in least possible time.

Machine Specifications:

· Maximum weight of robot up to 5 kg (including battery weight)

· The external device used to control the machine or any external tank is not included in the size constraint.

· The machine should be controlled by a wireless remote control mechanism or wired one throughout the war.

· The machine must not be made from Lego parts, or any ready-made kit, if we find such machine it will be disqualified.

· If the machine is wired then the wire should remain slack under all circumstances during the competition. All the wires coming out of the machine should be stacked as single unit. The wires should be properly insulated.

Batteries & Power:

· Batteries must be sealed, immobilized electrolyte types (gel cells, lithium, NiCad or dry cells).

· Battery should not be more than 24 V DC & it should be inbuilt in the robot.

· Battery chargers will be provided by the college.

· Maintain a margin of half an hour battery backup.

Arena:

· The arena will consists of square wooden board (79’’X79’’) having circular track of diameter 55’’.      

· It is possible that the track may be on ground surface.

Rules & Regulations:

Game rules-

· Maximum 4 min for each war.

· Maximum 4 participants in a team.

· Wireless Robos are allowed.

· If the participants are not present in Arena on the given time, then that team will be disqualified.

· Burning types of instruments are not allowed.

· Maximum two operators will operate one machine in the event.

· Judges decision will be considered as final and binding on all.

General rules:-

· Any Team that is not ready at the time specified will be eliminated from the competition automatically.

· The students must adhere to the spirit of healthy competition.

· The name of your machine must be prominently displayed on the machine.

Judging Criteria:-  

· Teams will be judged on the basis of time trials.

· Judges decision shall be treated as final and binding on all.

Team Specifications:-
· A team may consist of a maximum of four members.

· Students from different technical background and different educational institutes can form a team.

Eligibility:-
· All students with a valid identity card and their respective educational institutes are eligible to participate in the event.

· Students should carry their identity card at time of reporting.
